A On 3/13/20, the President issued a proclamation declaring a
temporary federal public health emergency (PHE) due to CQ¥ID

A On 7/24/20, right before théHEdeclarationwas set to end,

HHSSecretary Alex Azaixtended thedeclarationanother 90 days
(to 10/25/20).

A On 10/23/20, the PHE declaration was again extended another 90
days (to 1/21/21).

A The declaration of the PHE has helped to provide extensions and
exceptions to some requirements of public benefit programs.

A NCDHHS has decided to extend most North Carolina public benefits

programs to reflect the PHE declaration. P
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NC COVH29 RESPONSHKEDICAID

During the PHE declaration, terminations have been suspended unless:

A move out of state,
A voluntarily terminate coverage,
A death, or

A no longer meets citizenship/immigration status requirements

Seltattestations are permitted, except for immigration status and
resources.

Extension of Refugee Medicaid (RMA) is still set to end 9/30/20.

All Medicaid beneficiaries, including FPP recipients, are eligible for free
COVID testing. COVID treatment is also covered by most Medicaid
programs with the exception of FPP.

Emergency Medicaid may cover CO¥8lated emergency but must be
coded properly by provider, otherwise will not be covered. $5-Q

A If continuing eligibility is established, coverage will be extended
another 12 months.

COVIEL9 RESPONgEHHE MARKETPLACE

A At the beginning of the pandemic, the Trump administration declined to open
a Special Enrollment Period (SEP) for individuals without insurance impacted
by the pandemic to enroll in coverage through the Health Insurance
Marketplace (aka Obamacare).

A However, in August we learned that healthcare.gov had activated the FEMA
SEP to allow individuals who had lost health coverage or qualified for another
SEP since 1/1/20 would be eligible to enroll in a Marketplace plan outside of
the Open Enroliment Period.

A Unfortunately, this information was not promoted or publicized, and many
eligible individuals did not know about or take advantage of this option.

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IMPACT OF COVID ON NC

A Many people are dealing with being uninsured for the first time, in
the middle of a pandemic no less.

A A clinic in Wake County reported an increase in new patients
completing 810 new applications per week, compared t® 4re
pandemic.

A U.S. Census surveys show people who lost employment during the
pandemic are experiencing loss of insurance at far higher rates.

A In early October, a survey of 1,400 North Carolinians found roughly
15% who reported losing their job reported being uninsured.

A Loss of income and private insurance has pushed tens of thousands to Medicaid.

A Public charge is an immigration rule that says application for visa or
permanent residency can be denied if applicant is likely to be

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PUBLIC CHARGBW/HAT HAS CHANGED

Under the new rule, the list of public benefits programs that can
be considered has been expanded to include the following
programs:
o Maedicaid (except emergency Medicaid, Medicaid for children under
21, and MPW)
o SNAP
o Cash assistance programs (SSI, TANF, etc.)

o Housing assistance

This expansion went into effect February 24, 2020.
Does not include benefits received by dependents.

ACCESS TO NC BREAST AND CERVICAL
CANCER MEDICAID EXPANDED

Until recently, women must have been screened by the NC Breast and
cervical cancer control program (usually through local health dept) BEFORE
their diagnosis to qualify for this program. Now women can qualify no matter

where they were screened and diagnosed. This change applies to women
diagnosed since July 1 2020.
